• Understand the role
• Research what the job is and isn’t 

• Team member 
• Only the team (The Board of Trustees), not an individual trustee, has the authority to 

make decisions or take action on behalf of a school board.

• Understand what governance is 



Honorarium for School Board Trustees –
Workload & Responsibilities 
• School board trustees are entitled to be paid an honorarium while in 

office. See SCDSB Policy 2150 – Trustee Honorarium. 

• What are the time commitments for a school board trustee?
Committee Involvement 

• evening committee meetings 
• preparing for Board meetings by reviewing all the material 
• daytime meetings / special events / other duties

I’m Interested in Running for School 
Board Trustee – What do I have to do? 
• Meet the qualifications to be elected as a school board 

trustee:
• a resident within the jurisdiction of the board; 
• a supporter of the board (“supporter” refers to the individual’s support for one of the four 

publicly funded school systems); 
• a Canadian citizen;
• at least 18 years old; 
• not legally prohibited from voting; and 
• not disqualified by any legislation from holding a school board office.



I’m Interested in Running for School 
Board Trustee – What do I have to do? 
• File nomination papers

• Interested candidates must file nomination papers. Nomination papers   
may be filed in the office of the municipal clerk from May 2, 2022, until 2 
p.m. on nomination day, Friday, August 19, 2022. Nomination papers         
must be filed with the lead municipality.

1. As these are elected positions, I assume that people actually campaign in their areas  

for votes?

2. Are these strictly volunteer positions or do people receive some form of  
remuneration?

3. How many hours a month do you estimate is required by an elected board member?

4. Does the Catholic school board have a similar system of governance?

5. Is there much turnover from one election to another? As I look at the current board, I know that some  
people have been a board trustee for a number of years/elections.

6. Can a person run outside the district that they live in?

7. If people campaign, what is the time frame they would normally look at. A month ahead of elections,  
longer? shorter?
